Foundational Review

Chapter 13 and 14 are two parts of a unit: the reality of the Third
Angelis Message. Chapter 13 is the illustration of the concept in
the Sanctuary to help us (who donit normally think in Sanctuary
terms) to understand the importance and relevance of Daniel 8:14.

Chapter 14 is what this will look like in the actual lives of Seventh-day
Adventist Christians. When we have ynished these two studies, you
should be able to explain to someone what it means to live in the Third
Angelis Message, and more importantly, you should be able to actually
live in the Third Angelis Message yourself.

As a reminder, read Chapter 13 before doing this workbook study. It
will go so much easier. This is a very intense study so be prepared to
concentrate and enter into the spirit and the reality of it.
